International Sharing School invests in Taguspark

A Sharing Foundation, que centra a sua atividade na area da educacao,
adquiriu 76% do Colégio Taguspark, que ira transformar em colégio
internacional. O novo modelo oferece 200 novas vagas. The Sharing
Foundation, which focuses its activity on education, has acquired 76% of the
Taguspark School, which will now be converted it into an international school.
This new school model offers 200 places.
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A compra do Colégio Taguspark
significa uma expansio da oferta
educativa da Sharing Foundation,
sendo o primeiro investimento
desta fundacio de origem madei-
rense na Area Metropolitana de
Lisboa. Localizado no Tasguspark,
concelho de Oeiras, o colégio pas-
sard a oferecer uma educacio in-
ternacional, multicultural e multi-
lingue e ganhard a designa¢do de
International Sharing School - Ta-
guspark.

“A reconversio do Colégio
Taguspark em colégio interna-
cional ji estd em curso, com a
contratacdo durante o corrente
més de 10 novos e professores e
técnicos portugueses e estran-
geiros com credenciacio inter-
nacional”, revelou Silvio Santos,
presidente da Sharing Founda-
tion ao jornal Educacdo Interna-
cional.

O ano letivo 2018/19 arrancou

com cerca de 150 alunos, ofere-
cendo o novo modelo 200 novas
vagas num mercado sedento de
escolas internacionais de referén-
cia. “O nosso projeto visa reduzir
as listas de espera atualmente
existentes nas escolas internacio-
nais na drea da Grande Lisboa”,
vinca o gestor.

A expectativa no novo modelo
marcou o inicio do ano lectivo,
processando-se a transicio para o
sistema internacional ao longo
deste primeiro ano e mantendo o
colégio as inscri¢cdes abertas ao
longo de todo o ano.

A Sharing Foundation, o novo
acionista, que é ji detentora de
uma escola International Bacca-
laureate (IB), que oferece o ‘IB’ nos
seus programas PYP e ‘MYP’,
“candidatard, de imediato, o Colé-
gio Taguspark ao programa ‘IB”,
visando a obtencdo desta impor-
tante certificacao internacional
para os programas desde o primei-
ro ano do ensino bésico até a uni-
versidade.

“A escolha do Taguspark para o

investimento resulta da dinamica
que o Municipio de Oeiras tem de-
monstrado na atracio de investi-
mento estrangeiro para o Conce-
lho, com a chegada ji anunciada de
grandes multinacionais, entre as
quais a Google”, justifica Silvio
Santos, explicando que “todo este
investimento estrangeiro que esta
a ser canalizado para Portugal, em
especial para o Concelho de Oei-
ras, traz consigo muitos quadros
superiores e respetivas familias,
que fixardo residéncia ao longo de
todo o eixo Lisboa-Oeiras-Cascais,
o que fard aumentar ainda mais a
pressdo nas atuais listas de espera
dos colégios internacionais fixados
neste mesmo eixo.”

Com efeito, nesta Linha Oeiras-
-Cascais localizam-se quatro das
nove instituicdes nacionais certifi-
cadas com o ‘IB’, considerada a
mais prestigiada certificacdo mun-
dial para o ensino Basico e Secun-
dario.

unidades internacionais (Carlucci
American International School,
Oeiras International School, Saint
Dominic’s e St. Julian’s sdo as qua-
tro existentes) que virdo a ter esta
certificacdo naquele eixo em torno
da capital, aumentando para 10
(Colégio Planalto, Oporto British
School, St. Peter’s, Escola da Apel e
International Sharing School- Ma-
deira, sdo as outras cinco) o nime-
ro de escolas IB em todo o pais.

O investimento, cuja divulgacio
a Fundacio reserva para mais tar-
de, assegurard a manutencio dos
atuais 30 postos de trabalho, pre-
vendo-se a criacio de outros 30
com a expansdo da atual oferta
educativa do 6.° para o 12.° ano de
escolaridade.

Com esta expansdao, a Interna-
tional Sharing School oferecerd
ensino internacional bilingue
(portugués e inglés) desde o bercé-

rio até a universidade. “Assegura-
remos 18 anos de ensino interna-
cional. Nao conheco nenhum ou-
tro caso em Portugal”, sublinha
Silvio Santos.

Foi pela mdo da Sharing Foun-
dation que a metodologia de ensi-
no e a certificacio ‘IB’ atravessou o
Atlantico e é hoje uma realidade
também na Regiio Auténoma da
Madeira, onde a International
Sharing School, em conjunto com
a sua socia APEL, oferecem este
sistema de ensino internacional
desde os trés anos aos 18 anos no
mesmo Campus.

Silvio Santos avanca ao Educa-
¢do Internacional que a Interna-
tional Sharing School - Taguspark
serd equipada com a melhor tecno-
logia disponivel no que aos mobi-
lidrios, laboratorios, sistemas de
informacdo, comunicacio e audio-
visuais diz respeito. ®
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The purchase of Taguspark
School means an expansion of the
educational offer of the Sharing
Foundation, being this the first in-
vestment of this foundation that
originates from Madeira in the Me-
tropolitan Area of Lisbon.

Located in Tasguspark, Oeiras
municipality, the school will offer
an international, multicultural and
multilingual education and it will be
named International Sharing School
- Taguspark.

“The conversion of the Taguspark
School to an international school is
already under way, with the hiring
of 10 new Portuguese and foreign
teachers and technicians with in-
ternational credentials,” said Silvio
Santos, president of the Sharing
Foundation to the International
Education newspaper.

The 2018/19 school year began
with around 150 students, with the

new schooling model offering 200
new places in a market thrusting for
international referenced schools.
“Our project aims to reduce waiting
lists currently existing in internatio-
nal schools in the Greater Lisbon
area”, says the manager.

The expectation of the new mo-
del marked the beginning of the
school year, with the transition to
an international system taking pla-
ce during this first year and keeping
the school enrolments open
throughout the year.

Sharing Foundation, the new sha-
reholder, who already owns an In-
ternational Baccalaureate (IB)
school, which offers the IB “PYP”
and “MYP” programs, will now apply
the Taguspark School to the IB pro-
grams, aiming to obtain this impor-
tant international certification for
the programs from the first year of
basic education up to university.

“The choice of Taguspark for this
investment is a result of the dyna-
mic that the Municipality of Oeiras
has been demonstrating in attrac-
ting foreign investment to the Muni-
cipality, with the announced arrival
of large multinationals, including
Google,* defends Silvio Santos, ex-
plaining that “ all this foreign in-
vestment that is being channeled
towards Portugal, in particular to
the Municipality of Oeiras, brings
with it many professional staff and
their families, who will establish re-
sidence along the entire Lisbon-
-Oeiras-Cascais area, which will in-
crease even more the pressure on
the current waiting lists of the in-
ternational schools fixed on this sa-
me axis.”

Indeed, in this Oeiras-Cascais
area reside four of the nine national
institutions nowadays certified with
the IB, considered the most presti-

gious worldwide certification for
Basic and Secondary education.

The transformation of the Tagus-
park School into International Sha-
ring School will increase to five the
international units (Carlucci Ameri-
can International School, Oeiras In-
ternational School, Saint Dominic’s
and St. Julian’s are the four existing
ones) that will have this certifica-
tion in that area around the capital,
increasing to 10 (Planalto, Oporto
British School, St. Peter’s, APEL and
International Sharing School — Ma-
deira are the other five) the number
of IB schools across the country.

The investment, whose disclosu-
re the Foundation reserves for later,
will ensure the conservation of the
current 30 jobs, with the creation of
another 30, together with the ex-
pansion of the current educational
offer from the 6th to the 12th year
of schooling.

With this expansion, the Interna-
tional Sharing School will offer bi-
lingual (Portuguese and English) in-
ternational education from nursery
up to university. “We will ensure 18
years of international education. |
do not know of any other case in
Portugal,” says Silvio Santos.

Thanks to Sharing Foundation a
new methodology of teaching and
the IB certification crossed the
Atlantic Ocean and is now a reality
also in the Autonomous Region of
Madeira, where the International
Sharing School - Madeira, together
with its partner APEL, offer this sys-
tem from the age of 3 to 18 on the
same Campus.

International Sharing School -
Taguspark will be equipped with
the best technology available with
regards to furniture, laboratories,
information systems, communica-
tion and technology. @
